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NTT East has long been promoting the opening of our networks and at the same time facili-
tating the smooth interconnection to our networks by voluntarily establishing rules for inter-
connection. In pursuing smooth interconnection with the facilities of other carriers in particu-
lar, we have been issuing this Guidebook for Interconnection on a regular basis to provide
explanations of the interconnection procedures, etc.

In order to further develop a free and competitive market and promote growth in the informa-
tion distribution market, we recognize the need to improve the value of the networks them-
selves through a cooperative relationship among carriers, in addition to efforts by each indi-
vidual carrier to expand its own business activities. In line with these objectives, we intend to
exert every effort to provide network resources that are even more convenient for other carri-
ers to use. We look forward to your usage of our networks, and hope this guidebook will
serve as a useful reference in promoting smooth and efficient interconnection.
